Driss BENLARBI est professeur d’universités habilitées a la
Faculté des Lettres et des Sciences Humaines, a 'Université
Moulay Ismail, a Meknes, au Maroc et membre du Groupe de
Recherche « Religion et Société » .

En 2013, il obtient son doctorat en sociologie de I'Université
Mohamed V de Rabat, au Maroc, et en 2018, il obtient son
habilitation universitaire en sociologie (HDR), a I'Université
Moulay Ismail, Mekneés, Maroc.

Ses domaines d’intérét sont la sociologie familiale, la
sociologie scolaire, les mouvements sociaux et la sociologie
communautaire, le professeur Benlarbi consacrant une partie
de ses recherches sociologiques a I'étude de la communauté
Amazigh au Maroc. Au cours de sa carriére, le professeur Benlarbi a publié une série d’études

sociologiques: Lecture et analyse de la pensée de Fatima Mernisi : La dynamique relationnelle
entre homme et femme a travers le livre « Au-dela du voile, le sexe comme ingénierie sociale» in:

recherches stratégiques et la qualité de membre au Centre « Ibn Khaldoun » d’études et de
recherche sur les valeurs et la société.

L’expérience de recherche et I'implication du professeur Benlarbi dans la communauté lui ont
donné I'appréciation de ses collégues, et il a été élu Directeur du Département de Sociologie de
la faculté dans laquelle il travaille, un poste qu’il a occupé jusqu’a cette année.
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Ciprian loan STREZA is a researcher and professor at the Faculty of
Orthodox Theology in Sibiu, his field of specialization being
Liturgical Theology. He also has interests in Patrology, Dogmatic and
Systematic Theology, Missiology and Ecumenism. Throughout his
teaching career, Ciprian Streza has published a series of scientific
books and articles, of which we recall: The Eucharistic Anaphora of
Saint Basil the Great. History, text, comparative analysis, theological
commentary, published in Sibiu, in 2013; Realism and liturgical
symbolism in Mystagogy of Saint Maxim the Confessor (Text,
translation, theological commentary), Sibiu, 2013; Professor Ene
Braniste - the servant, teacher and theologian. Biobibliographical
presentation of his personality, published in Sibiu, in 2013; The Holy
Secret of Baptism — between the symbolism of the baptismal ritual and
the realism of the mysterious work of grace, Sibiu, 2013 and The origin and evolution of the
eucharistic anaphoral in the apostolic and postpostolic era, also published in Sibiu, in 2014.

Ovidiu Cristian NEDU, researcher at Paul Paltdnea History
Museum of Galati and also lecturer at the University of Bucharest
and Dundrea de Jos University of Galati, has been for long
interested in Indian religions, especially in their Idealistic tenets
(classical and pre-classical Vedanta and Yogacara Buddhism).
Along with several translations from Upanisads and Vedanta, he
published The Idealistic Metaphysics of Vijnanavada Buddhism
(Paideia, Bucharest 2013), Selfhood and Knowledge in Yogacara
Buddhism (History Museum Publisher, Galati, 2019). More
recently, he has also focused on modern approaches to religion,
such as the Humanistic perspective of Fr. Schleiermacher upon
Christianity, that he depicted in Friedrich Schleiermacher. The
Christian Liberal Theology (Herald, Bucharest, 2014). Moreover, in
several recent essays, considering the human being from a deterministic and naturalistic
standpoint, he tried to infere a corresponding spirituality.

Constantin ARDELEANU is a historian and professor at the
Faculty of History, Philosophy and Theology at "Dunarea de Jos"
University of Galati. Constantin Ardeleanu is specialized in the
Modern History of Romania, his main research interests being the
economic and political relations developed by the Romanian
Countries in the "Lower Danube" region, between the 18th and
20th centuries. For his scientific work, Professor Ardeleanu
received various distinctions, such as the "Nicolae Iorga" Prize of
the Romanian Historical Sciences Society (2014), the "A. D.
Xenopol" Prize of the Romanian Academy, awarded in 2010, for
the book Evolution of British Economic and Political Interests at
the mouths of the Danube (1829-1914), published by Istros
Publishing House - Braila Museum, in 2008, the National
Archives Award and the title of The young researcher of the year
2010. All these constitute important recognitions by the academic
community. The title of "Professor Bologna", awarded in 2009 by the National Alliance of
Student Organizations in Romania, also means the recognition of a dedicated teaching activity.
